Long Point (Trustees) $25/day parking Walk or bike in FREE

Wasque (Trustees) $25/day parking Walk or bike in FREE

Cape Poge (Trustees) $250/season OSV Over-sand vehicle permit

Moshup (Aquinnah) $30/day (card only) Walk-in free; below the clay cliffs

Lucy Vincent (Chilmark) $100/car — residents Resident sticker only in season

Squibnocket (Chilmark) $65/car — residents Opens to everyone after 5 PM

Lambert’s Cove (W. Tisbury) $75/car — residents Opens to everyone after 5 PM

Money tip: Trustees Contributing membership ($140/yr) = free parking at all Trustees beaches — pays for itself in 6
visits.

Dogs in Summer

Fuller Street (year-round, leashed) • Lobsterville (leashed). Most other beaches: no dogs in season — check
town rules off-season.

Best for Families

Owen Park (harbor-calm, playground nearby) • Menemsha (calm + sunset) • State Beach (shallow, bridge-
jumping) • Inkwell (lifeguards, in town) • Lambert’s Cove after 5PM • Bend-in-the-Road

Moshup & Lucy Vincent have clothing-optional sections • Squibnocket & Lambert’s Cove = everyone after 5 PM
(sunset strategy!) • Sticker prices are 2026-verified but change — confirm with town halls in June.
